Notice: Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment —

Musqueam is conducting a Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) at select
locations on Musqueam IR 2 and Musqueam IR 4 to determine if and where
contamination may be present on our lands. Arcadis has been hired on behalf of
Musqueam to complete this work to verify and expand on previous findings. This
project is scheduled to begin in early February and be completed before April.
Questions regarding upcoming works or previous investigation findings may be directed
to the Musqueam Lands Governance Office at kim@musgueam.bc.ca.

If access to your property is required, there will be an additional letter attached to this
notice with further information. If you do not see an attached notice, no access to your
property is anticipated to be necessary. In general, the following works are expected to
occur during the Phase IIl ESA program:

* Utility Locates — Arcadis will work with GegScan, to scan for underground utility
services in the work area.

* Hand Auger Soil Sampling — Arcadis will collect soil samples using manual tools
such as shovels and manual hand augers.

* Test Pit Excavation — Arcadis will work with a backhoe operator to excavate
environmental test pits to observe conditions below the ground surface allow for
sample collection of underground samples. Once the samples have been
collected, the excavated soils will be returned and the test pit and the ground
will be compacted with the excavator bucket.

+ Borehole Drilling and Well Installation — Arcadis will work with Omega
Environmental Drilling to drill boreholes for sample collection of deep soils.
Select boreholes will be completed with a groundwater monitoring well to allow
for groundwater sample collection. Monitoring wells will be installed flush to the
ground with a metal cover plate.

* Groundwater Sample Collection — Arcadis will collect groundwater samples from
existing and new groundwater monitoring wells.

During the project work, we will make every effort to minimize any inconvenience to
you. However, please be aware of the heavy machinery and potential of loud noises.

This investigation is an important step in the process of identifying if contamination is
present on IR2 and IR4, if contamination is migrating on or off the land, and if there are
any risks to human health or the environment.

Your assistance and patience with this important project is very much appreciated.
