Why are we voting?

Under the Land Code (2017), community approval at a Meeting
of Members is required for:
« "Any Land Use Plan” (121 2)
« “Any grant, transfer, or disposition of an interest or license in L |
any First Nation Land exceeding a term of 25 years™ (121 b)

The Land Use Plan approved in 2014 sets out how Musqueam wants to use our lands
and guides future development. To carry out the goals identified in the Land Use Plan
and support future land development and Member housing priorities, Community
Approval is required to:

1.Enact the Draft Zoning Law

2. Approve a land lease for MCRC to a maximum of 63 years

3. Approve a land lease for Block K to a maximum of 130 years

Why are these 3 votes happening at the same time?

These votes are happening concurrently to support Musqueam's engoing land
development goals and housing needs identified in the 2026-2029 Strategic Plan.

The Draft Zoning Law provides the legal framework needed to support development on
reserve, including Block K and the Crown Place - Musqueam Community Rental Complex

(MCRC).

* Fee Development process, which determines how MIB will collect fees from non-

Question 2: The Musqueam Community Rental Complex Lease

In 2018, Musqueam received funding through BC Housing’s Indigenous Housing Fund to
support new multi-family rental housing on Musqueam IR #2. The Musqueam
Community Rental Complex (MCRC) will be located at Lot 95 on Crown Place. The
proposal is for a 3-storeys with 27 apartment units and 10 townhomes with lock-off
suites.

Question 3: The Block K Lease

Musqueam is in the process of confirming a servicing agreement with the City of
Vancouver which will commit the City of Vancouver to install the necessary
infrastructure, like water and plumbing, in Block K.

To support the servicing work, the City of Vancouver requires a 130-year lease term to
finance and install the infrastructure. The Vote is to approve a 130-year lease for all of
Block K. The lease extension is required to move Block K housing development forward.

rWhat's the voting process? Why is it at a Meeting of Members?

The Musqueam Land Code (2017) requires Community Approval through a Meeting of
Members for certain decisions, including Land Use Plans and leases over 25 years.
While the full Musqueam Land Code was approved through a Ratification Vote, for
these types of votes, Community Approval takes place through a Meeting of Members.

10%+1 of Eligible Voters must attend the meeting to establish quorum for a Meeting of
Members. Therefore, we need 102 Eligible Voters to attend and vote on June 13 or June
19. The Vote passes by a majority of Eligible Voters voting in favour. To ensure a
transparent and fair democratic process, Musqueam has hired an external Vote Officer,
Maureen Thomas, to oversee the voting.

What does the $10 cost mean in the ballot question?
Leases legally requires an exchange of value to become a binding contract. The $10is a
payment from the lessee to Musqueam Indian Band. It is a nominal payment to confirm
the lease. This $10 payment is totally separate from any future rents to be determined
for housing that is constructed on these parcels.
